International Personnel Training Program

ABSTRACT

Participating in the World Health Assembly and the World Health Organization
have been the national goals for the Taiwanese people. Many non-governmental
organizations, such as the Foundation of Medical Professionals Alliance in Taiwan
(FMPAT), have been working very hard in the past. However, TCM communities,
which have not been communicating much with international counterparts, have
not been involved in these national campaigns. Therefore, international personnel
training programs in TCM have become very important.

This project held a 2-day symposium, “Symposium on Internationalization
and Globalization of Traditional Chinese Medicine,” in collaboration with
CAM/TM Professional Training Program on September 20th and 21st, 2008.
A total of 27 lecturers (including 15 members from the professional training
program) gave speeches on 27 different topics. The topics involved both TCM and
internationalization-related issues, providing listeners the knowledge and skills to
actively participate in TCM related international affairs. 201 people were enrolled,
and all the activities were conducted in English. At the end of each session, a survey
was conducted. From the survey, 86.6% of the participants believed that the lecture
contents met the expected criteria, and 95.6% believed that the lecture contents
would be beneficial to them in the future.

Furthermore, this project opened up an English course consisting of 18 lectures
on TCM related topics, given on weekends from March 7th, 2009 to April 26th,
2009. The total class time was 54-hours, and at the end of the course 3 credits were
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given. This project offered the Chinese medicine communities, including academic
staffs, clinical practitioners, industrial personnel and students from related graduate
and undergraduate programs. The courses offered the participants to discuss TCM in
an English environment. There are currently 192 participants enrolled in this course,
including 35foreign members, and there is a total of 1005 participant. There is an
average of 56 participants in every course sessio. Lecture material was handed out
to the participants in the beginning of every class, and a survey was attached with it.
From the survey, 90% of the participants believed that the lectures could help them
to improve their English abilities, and 96% were satisfied with the overall quality of
the lectures.
