uncertain etiology, proposed by WHO Update
Reference Committee (URC). The URC was
established in March 2000 to recommend
modifications to ICD-10 to the annual meeting
of Heads of WHO Collaborating Centres for
the Family of International Classifications
(WHO-FIC). The URC also develops policy on
mechanisms for updating ICD-10. Membership
is comprised of 24 members representing 7
collaborating centres, 11 countries and the
WHO Secretariat. The National Centre for
Classification in Health in Australia currently

acts as the Secretariat.
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Codes U0O0O~U49 are to be used for
the provisional assignment of
new diseases of uncertain
etiology.

Codes U50~U99 may be used in
research, e.g. when testing an
alternative sub-classification for a
special project.
